Kuwait Information 
· ENSURE your ID card is CAC activated (your pin) and your PKI Certificates are updated. This cannot be stressed enough. It will affect JASS, BOL, NPC, and many official websites you will need to access. 

· Ensure you have and remember your MyPay pin number as this will be the only access to your LES and other pay related issues. 
· Bring all prescription medications with you. There are also over the counter medicines available at the PXs. 

· Make sure you bring your required PTU gear. NO cut off shirts, mid-drift shirts, or tank tops are authorized.  
· Bring only one set of civilian clothes (in case of emergency leave); the uniform when not in DCUs is PT gear. 

· All of your necessary military gear and equipment will be issued. Do not buy extra equipment that you may not need or be authorized to have. 
· You will be issued a sleep-system, however many Sailors prefer to bring their own bed linens and towels.
· Personal hygiene product selection can be limited at the PXs.  If you have strong personal preferences, you may wish to bring your own.
· Ensure you have all paperwork organized for any career boards that you may be applying for.  Bring a copy of these documents can be extremely helpful when putting together packages during your tour.
· Bring a printed copy of your JPAS security clearance page for later use. 

Mail 
· Letters and media sent to the US can be sent for free if less than 13 oz. 

· Priority Mail back to the US takes about 2 weeks. 

Computers 
· You may bring laptops, MP3 players, Playstations, and electronics of this nature at your own risk. Cameras and media storage devices are authorized in specific places only... be aware of where you can and cannot use them. 
· MAINTAIN OPSEC!! (Operational Security) when communicating with friends and family back home. 
· Power connections are 220 volt. Recommend you bring dual-voltage electronics. Step-down transformers can be purchased in the PX or the Gift Shops if your electronics aren’t dual voltage. 
Laundry Facilities 

· Free , one-day laundry service provided. Uniform pressing costs extra, if desired. Most bases have self-serve laundry available. 
· You will be issued a sleep-system, however many Sailors prefer to bring their own bed linens and towels.
Banking 
· Although it is unnecessary to spend a lot of money here, US money is used throughout the bases in Kuwait. 

· Bring your checkbook or have your bank account number IOT obtain an Eagle Cash Card (Similar to Navy Cash Card – ties into your bank account).
· Eagle Cash Card can be used at all vendors on base, and at AAFES locations throughout the region. 

· Army Finance Office will cash checks: Maximum $350 per month - $200 cash and $150 Eagle Cash Card 

· PX accepts debit cards - $20 maximum cash back. 

· ATMs are available on most bases in Kuwait. 

Kuwaiti Climate 
· Late Nov-Late Feb "Winter". High temps plummet to mid 40s(F) during the day and single figures on some nights. Feels much colder. Colder weather gear required. 

· Feb-Jun Temps climb. 

· Jul Hot. Average temps: High-118F/Low-94F 

· Mid Sep Average temps: High-104F/Low-77F 

· Mid-Late Oct:  Clouds with some rain start to be seen.
