1.  The following fact sheet is provided to explain the normal questions and answers attendant to the voluntary evacuation of US civilian dependents as ordered by an authorized official.

2.  Travel.  The travel and transportation of dependents to a US safe haven authorized by the Secretary of State will be at government expense.  (JTR C6200, Section 612, 631).


a. POC for travel orders is:  PSD Bahrain at DSN 318-439-3604.

3.  Entitlements and Allowances.  


a. Per diem for all dependents from date of departure to date of arrival at safe haven;


b. Advance pay for up to 30 days (including allowances and post differentials);

c. Employee remaining in Bahrain will continue to receive their normal pay; however allowances are reduced –



(1) Post allowance is reduced to without family rate;



(2) LQA is continued at the “with family rate” for up to six months;



(3) Post differential is continued;



(4) Danger pay is continued;

d. IAW JTR C6200, Section 632, Subsistence Expense Allowance (SEA) will commence for evacuees residing in commercial lodging:



(1) Days 1 – 30:  For the first evacuee, up to 100% (or 150% based on family compositions listed in JTR Section 632.1) of the lodging portion of the safe haven per diem rate plus a flat rate equal to 100% of the M&E portion of the safe have per diem rate;



(2) Days 31 – 180:  For the first evacuee, up to 100% (or 150% based on family compositions listed in JTR Section 632.1) of the lodging portion of the safe haven per diem plus a flat rate equal to 80% of the M&IE portion of the safe haven per diem.



(3) The evacuation per diem for Norfolk, Virginia is currently $148 per day ($92 housing + $56 meals and incidentals).  (See:  http://www.DefenseTravel.dod.mil)


e. Involuntary Separate Maintenance Allowance (SMA) may be requested in lieu of Subsistence Expense Allowance (SEA) when dependents do not reside in commercial lodging;
4.  Household Goods.  Shipment is not authorized until/unless the evacuation is made permanent.  Access while in storage is at the employee’s expense.  (JTR C6200, Sec 631b).

5.  Privately Owned Vehicles.  Shipment of a POV is not authorized during an evacuation.  In the absence of a POV at the safe haven, a $25 per day transportation allowance may be paid to assist with local transportation costs.  (JTR 6200, Sec 631b).
