TheNavy’ssenior enlisted Sailor vis-
ited the 5" Fleet region Dec. 9 and 10 to
bring a message of thanks from the
people of Americaand talk to Sailorsand
Marines about what’'s going on in the
Navy today.

On early Tuesday morning, Master
Chief Petty Officer of the Navy
(MCPON) (SS/AW) Terry Scott flew to
Baghdad to meet special warfare and
support teams deployed for Operation
Iraqgi Freedom.

Scott’sfirst stop waswith Helicopter
Combat Support Special Squadron Five
(HCS) 5located at Baghdad I nternational
Airport. HCS 5 is comprised solely of
Reservists and is one of two squadrons
dedicated to specia warfare support and
combat search and rescue.

On his next stop, Scott visited Navy
and Army explosive ordnance disposal
(EOD) technicians and was able to par-
ticipate in a ceremony marking an im-
portant part of a Sailor’'s career.
MCPON attended apromotion ceremony
for two Sailors, where he pinned their
new ranks on their uniforms.

Japanese Flotilla Commander Visits ESG 1

ABOARD USSPELELIU —Expeditionary
SrikeGroup 1 (ESG 1) played host to Rear Adm.
Yukinori Togo, Commander, Escort Flotilla4,
Japan Maritime Saf Defense ForceintheNorth
Arabian SeaDec. 5. Thevisit marked thefirst
interaction between thetwo groupssince ESG
1 arrived in the Commander, U.S. Fifth Fleet
Areaof Responsihility in October.

Rear Adm. Togo has served ascommander
totheflotillasnceMarch, andsincearrivingin
theregion hisgroup hasworked dlongsideU.S.
and other coalition forces, including the
French, in support of Task Force Operationsin
the Arabian Seaand the Horn of Africa

Togo and five of his staff, including two
Petty Officers, received atour of Peleliu, and
enjoyed lunch with members of the staff.
Peleliu’'scommunications department engaged
with Togo'senlisted staff, and showcased some
of the ship’s coalition communications capa-
bility.

Rear Adm. Bob Conway, Jr., Commander,
ESG 1, briefed Togo on the ESG’sbackground
and capabilitiesinits Joint Operations Center.

“ESG lishuilt for theglobal war onterror-
ism, which meansthat wewill continuetowork
closely with multiple nations in the coalition
effort. Vidtslikethisoneare good opportuni-
tiesfor usto demonstrate our capabilities and
our relevance to the war on terror, should we
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be called upon to support or control joint and
combined operations,” Conway said.

Rear Adm. Togo'svisit came during aday
of operations at sea between U.S. and Japa-
neseforces. JDS Tokiwa provided vital avia
tion fuel to U.S. ships, including USS Peleliu
(LHA 5), USS Port Royd (CG 73) and USS
Germantown (LSD 42). JDS Hiel and JDS
Akebono accompanied Tokiwa.

During the at-sea replenishment, the six
U.S. and Japanese warships participated in
a group photo under the tactical control of
JDSTokiwa, Rear Adm. Togo'sflagship. U.S.
and Japanese photographers executed the
event, in an exchange that benefited both

Wednesday, Scott spent theday visiting
Sallorsand Marines at Naval Support Ac-
tivity, Bahrain. Asaformer Force Master
Chief for Commander, U.S. Naval Forces
Centrd Command/Commander, 5" Flest,
Scott mentioned he recognized some fa-
miliar facesin the audience.

Scott covered many hot topics leading
off with the Thrift Saving Plan (TSP). He
alsotold the capacity audience of changes
onthehorizonincluding anaverageof 4.15
percent pay increase. Inan effort to“ close
the pay gap” with civilian counerparts, the
Navy istargeting E-5to E-9 Sailors.

Another pay related concern Scott
spoke on was Basic Allowance for Hous
ing (BAH). Henoted aSailor could expect
to pay 15 percent of their rent out-of-pocket
several yearsago, but with recent changes
itwill dropto 3.5 percent next year, and by
January 2005, a Sailor should have no out-
of-pocket expense.

MCPON turned the microphone over
to Sailors and Marines to ask questions.
One shipboard Sailor asked about the re-

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sults and impact of Task Force Uniform.

“Doweredly need six uniforms?’” Scott
asked the audience. He expects changes
totheuniformregulation explaining that cer-
tain agpectsof Navy uniformsarenolonger
relevant.

Duringeachof hisvisits, Scott not only
answered questions but brought with him
the American peopl€'s thanks to the Sail-
orsand Marinesstationed overseas. Hesaid

he is often stopped while in uniform by
peoplethanking himfor hisservice, but he
replies that he will pass on the thanks the
service members doing the nation’s busi-
Ness.

“You are the ones that really deserve
it,” Scott told each group of Sailors, Ma-
rines and Soldiers he met. “Without you
here, we couldn’t have donewhat we have
done” &

Members of the crew of U.S.S. Philip-
pine Sea (CG-58) and from the Bahrain
Navy’s R.B.N.S. Sabha received an intense
day of training in vessel boarding tactics
Dec. 7, from Miami based Coast Guard Law
Enforcement Detachment (LEDET) 405 as
part of the coalition training exercise Neon
Falcon.

For thisday of training, the Coast Guard
instructors used the foc’sle of Philippine
Sea as an open-air classroom for the U.S.
and Bahraini Navy personnel to practice
such skills as applying pressure points, us-
ing pepper spray and wielding acollapsible

tions.

“1"ve got more seatime on frigates than
| do on Coast Guard cutters,” said
Machinist's Mate 3 Class Matthew Jones,
22, fromMarco Island, Fla.

When they are not underway, the
LEDETsareresponsible for training coali-
tion forces in Coast Guard boarding tech-
niques.

“We are alwaystraining different navies
and the experience gives everyone on the
team a broader perspective on how to do
things,” said Boatswain's Mate 3 Class
Christopher Jones, 24, from Friendship,
Maine. When asked if the LEDETS operate
differently intheArabian Gulf, Jonesreplied,
“It'sthe same here asit isin the Caribbean
because you don't know who may be be-
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hind that bulkhead, or who has a gun.”

Whether looking for terrorists, oil smug-
glers, illegal armsor conducting health and
comfort boardings, the LEDET instructors
emphasi zed the need for teamwork and good
communication.

“Thisisthefirst timel haveworked with
the Coast Guard and some of the stuff we
have never seen before such as using the
pressure points and punches and kicks,”
said Philippine Sea VBSS Officer Lt.j.g.
Jonathan Seavey, 26, from Manchester, NH.
“Most of the boardings we have done here
have been passive, but it isanecessary evil
to train for the worst environment,” he
added.

For the members from Sabha, the train-
ing proved invaluable.

“We are the only boarding team in the
Bahrain Navy and for some of these guys
thisisthefirst timethey havelearned these
techniques,” said Lt.j.g. Bassam Alzayani,
29, who was pleased to learn that his team
would continueto train with the Coast Guard
and Navy.

“We hope to have the same skills as the
Coast Guard,” he added.

Yet, even astheday of joint training lent
itself to camaraderie between the respective
sea going services, the purpose for the in-
struction was underscored.

As LEDET 405 member BM3 Jorge
Verdecia, 33, from Miami explained, “Unfor-
tunately, the training we go through and
teach are lessons that have been learned in
blood, and we are passing them on so that
