
COMMONLY CONFISCATED ITEMS BY BAHRAIN CUSTOM’S
Advisory to all US Military, DOD Employees & Contractors,

The FISCSI- Bahrain Personal Property Shipping Officer (PPSO) would like to take this opportunity to inform all inbound & outbound personnel to include: Military, DOD civilians and contractors, and their dependents entering the Kingdom of Bahrain regarding the most common items confiscated by Bahrain Customs Authorities.  These items are typically shipped in unaccompanied baggage & household goods, and are prohibited and/or restricted by the Government of Bahrain:
Prohibited Items:  Are those Items not allowed into the Kingdom of Bahrain under any circumstances.  These include, but are not limited to the following:
1. Drugs 
2. Bombs, grenades, torpedoes and parts there off

3. Hand Guns, Rifles/Shot Guns, Toy related Guns

4. Knives other than kitchen type
5. Sexual explicit/pornographic material

6. Alcohol

7. Use of citizen band (CB) radios and personally owned satellite dishes

8. Radio remote control model airplanes

Restricted items:  Are those items which may be allowed into the Kingdom of Bahrain, but have a condition of importation and may be subject to fee or levy.  Additionally, they may also require a “No Objection Certification (NOC)” from the applicable Bahrain Government Ministry.   The PPSO can provide additional clarification, and may be able to assist members with advance NOC requests.  Restricted items include, but are not limited to:

1. Military arms and ammunition, weapons and parts there of 

2. Military ceremonial swords (cutlass)

3. Medication/ Pharmaceutical products 

4. Shipment of cigarettes/tobacco products

5. Animal or vegetable fertilizers 
6. Pedestrian controlled four wheel mini cars.
One additional pertaining to arms and weapons.  If shipping a Privately Owned Vehicle (POV), remember to thoroughly clean the interior/ trunk or wherever a firearm may have been previously stowed.  The reason for this the working dogs can still detect the residue.  This will delay the vehicle being released by Bahrain Customs Authorities.
Remember to always consult your local Personal Property Shipping Office (PPSO) regarding Prohibited & Restricted items.  Additional information can also be found at the following web-sites:
